Summary 
The LINK Center Coordinator maintains and oversees community resources (print materials, directories, etc.) 
available at the LINK Center and helps recruit, train, and schedule LINK Center staff and volunteers. This is a 
part-time (20 hours per week) position. 
 
Tasks  

 Promote the LINK Center as a community asset intended to connect visitors with local resources, 
including but not limited to health, legal, food, housing, Adult Basic Education, and City/County 
services 

 Learn about resources in Rice County and help LINK Center visitors to access them 
 Recruit and train bilingual individuals to staff the LINK Center 
 Create and manage schedule to ensure coverage during times the LINK Center is open (aligns with the 

City of Northfield’s work schedule) 
 Manage all aspects of the monthly LINK Center Newsletter 
 Commit to regular weekly hours at the LINK Center and serve as a substitute when others are not 

available 
 Connect with diverse members of the Northfield community 
 Coordinate visits by Face-to-Face partners (Rice County Public Health, the HOPE Center, etc.) 
 Assist as needed with data tracking for grant reports

 Demonstrated ability to maintain confidentiality and handle sensitive information with care
